Our ER is here for you

0 one expects to be in the emergency room

(ER). It just happens—usually when you

least expect it. That’s why providing emer-

gency medical care with compassion and a
customer service focus is so important. At Regional
Hospital of Jackson’s ER, a team of caring physi-
cians, nurses, technicians and volunteers treats
patients.

Regional Hospital of Jackson strives to minimize
your wait to see an emergency physician and to keep
you informed about your status. However, the ER
doesn’t operate on a first-come, first-served basis.
This means the most seriously sick and injured
patients—including those who arrive via ambulance
and are brought right into the ER—are cared for first.

Regional Hospital of Jackson’s ER is open 24
hours a day, seven days a week. The ER team
includes emergency physicians supported by medical
staff specialists who are on call around the clock.

KEEP THIS IN MIND

When you need to go to the ER, don’t drive yourself.
If your symptoms are life threatening or could signal

a heart attack or stroke, or if you have a serious
injury, call 9-1-1 immediately.

When you arrive at the ER, be prepared to tell
medical personnel about your medical history,
including current medications and dosages, past
surgeries or medical problems and allergies. Keep a
list that contains this information for you and your
family with you at all times.

Don’t delay

t's sometimes difficult to determine whether a visit to
I the ER is needed or not. Only a physician can diagnose
medical problems, but warning signs of medical emergencies
needing immediate attention include:
« difficulty breathing or shortness of breath
= intense chest or upper abdominal pain or pressure
« fainting or loss of consciousness
« sudden dizziness, weakness or change in vision
= bleeding that won't stop after 10 minutes of direct pressure
~ severe or persistent vomiting
< coughing up or vomiting blood
 severe burns
= major injury, such as head trauma
= severe reaction to an insect bite or sting
* poisoning
« suspected broken bones
If you're alarmed by unusually distressing symptoms, it's
best to seek care.
